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The Springfield Empowerment Zone Partnership (SEZP) is a unique collaboration of the
Springfield Public Schools (district), Springfield Education Association (teacher’s union),
and Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (state).

Establishedin 2015, SEZP combines school-level flexibility and autonomy with strong
local and state support and accountability to improve the longitudinal life outcomes
of the nearly 5,000 students in the 16 Springfield Public Middle and High Schools
